	LL Explained to the group the current initiative to try and reduce the amount of unplanned admissions to hospital through A&E or Out of Hours.
· Specific patients were hi-lighted as being ‘high’ or ‘Very High’ risk of admission.

· Those patients will be placed on an AUA register which allow us to monitor their activity and put in place a specific and individual care plan to perhaps prevent any inappropriate admissions.
· These will be discussed, reviewed and monitored regularly.
